A visitor is
permitted to take foreign currency out of the country without payment of tax, of a sum NOT more
than the amount declared on arrival. Conversion from hard currency to local currency and vice
versa is permissible at the numerous licensed exchange counters all around the country and also
at all banks. The rates of exchange for buying and selling of all hard currency are fixed by the
